Create a scrapbook based on the ideas and images in The Crucible.  You could organize your page by characters or by significant events in each act of the play.

Think something is missing from the play?  Write a scene for two or more of the characters that fills a hole somewhere.  Be sure your characters use the same type of language as the characters in the play.  Make sure to tell where this scene would be inserted into Miller’s play.


Literary Scrapbook

You are assigned to choose a novel related to your exhibition topic. In addition to reading the text, create and complete a literary scrapbook that is several pages long. The book should be read by Friday, February 9. The project should be completed by Friday, February 16. We will spend the next few weeks reading and creating the project. The point of the scrapbook is for you to interact as a reader and a writer with the main characters and other characters in the novel.

Some of the ideas that you can include in your scrapbook:

1. Poems about and written from the point of view of your character

2. Letters from one character to another

3. �Random Autobiography� written about your character

4. Drawings of your character;

5. Drawings or other artwork by your character

6. Create an interview, Q & A, with your character

7. Create a news article about your character

8. Diaries or journals written by your character

9. Find or write magazine or newspaper articles that connect to your character

10. Songs that your character listens to, explain why

11. An essay your character wrote for English

12. A birth certificate, obituary, or other legal document about your character

13. Create or discover souvenirs your character might collect. Examples might be ticket stubs, flowers, tea bags, or receipts, and say why

14. Write a letter from the character�s point of view. You may respond and write back.

15. Other ideas, see me

 

The trick is to pick an interesting book and to read and work on a regular basis on the scrapbook. The best scrapbooks have a combination of art and writing and are creative. You may create your own format or booklet and do all or some of the ideas above. Or you can create your own ideas for the scrapbook.

Evaluation: Exceptional or Superior work will show a thorough understanding of the book and characters integrating writing, art, layout and design.

Adequate or acceptable work will show a show a thorough understanding of the book and characters.
